Kenwood Dossie, Jr. was born in Detroit, Michigan on March 24, 1931 to the
late Kenwood Dossie, Sr. and Ophelia Watson Dossie Frazier. He was the
third of their five children. He is preceded in death by his parents, sisters,
Lorina Dossie, Thelmond M. Johnson, Annie P. Stewart and brother Robert J.
Dossia. 

Kenwood attended Detroit Public Schools and graduated from Northern High
School. With his mother’s signature he joined the United States Army at the
age of 17 shortly after the official end of World War II. And so began the
cherished career of his lifetime. 

Kenwood was a veteran of the Korean and Vietnam Wars. For his service he
earned several medals, badges, and campaign ribbons. He received an
honorable discharge after more than 25 years of service, achieving the rank of
First Sergeant of his unit.
